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even more so; she has not lived in

Sweden more than 8-9 years all together.
We are part of the famous and infamous

race of missionary kids, not knowing
exactly to which culture we belong. Just
now we feel more Brazilian than
anything else and we know that the
culture shock will come when settling

down in our passport country. 30 years is
of course a long time and deep roots and
close relationships have been established

in Brazil.

On the other hand, Sweden is today
a more needed mission Peld than Brazil.

After re-learning about the country, we
hope to be able to contribute to the
continuation and perhaps also

strengthening of the mission movements

in this traditional Christian nation, with a
long history of sending missionaries. At

the same time we will continue with close
ties to the country we love as well as

connected worldwide through our MC
network.

MEETING IN SPAIN

Working cross-culturally has its joys and
its challenges. The recent meeting of the
board of World Evangelical Alliance Global
Member Care Network thankfully had a
lot more joy than challenges. When
people from 8 nationalities get together
to wrestle with the big issues of sustaining
cross-cultural workers across the globe, it
provides for interesting and lively
discussion. But more than that, there is
unity of vision and purpose and, whilst we
acknowledge that there is no ‘One Way’ of
serving the missions community, there is
also the recognition of common human
needs and a faith in a God who cares.

We met in Spain prior to the seventh
European Member Care Consultation and
were also able to share the global
perspective during the consultation. Some
of the issues we began to address were
the need for global member care training
at a basic and advanced level. There is a
team now following up on putting
together a foundations course for MC
which would transcend and be adaptable
to culture.

We were able to explore different models
of delivering member care, and focused on
the important and often neglected role of
the local church in both sending and
receiving workers.There is a wealth of
resources available but a desperate need
for translation and contextualisation.
Another working group is being set up to
look at these.

Finally we began to make plans for a
Global Member Care Conference to take
place in Asia which will provide a forum
for those involved in this ministry to
share, debate, cross-fertilise ideas and
open up the vision to a wider audience.
Meanwhile, at regional level we will
concentrate on drawing in more people
and churches and conducting training to
grow the workforce.

These are exciting times for GMCN. Since
the adoption of a structure and
identification of strategic representation,
we now have a global voice inputting as

well as a global output.The launch and
growth of the GMCN website is already
proving strategic in resourcing the Global

Missions Community in its ability to serve
both the Great Commission and the
Great Commandment.

EXPELLED FROM
MOROCCO

One of the workers in the region writes
the following:

Beginning on the afternoon of
Saturday, March 06, 2010, the Moroccan
authorities, in an apparently coordinated
operation by the new Minister of Interior,
Taeeb Cherkaoui, probably with the support
of the new Minister of Justice, Mohamed
Naciri, and also with the consent of the King
Mohamed VI, himself, who had just put
them as ministers a couple of months ago,
arrested and in summary form (less than 24
hours) expelled from the national territory
around thirty foreigners. These persons were
legal residents living in diverse parts of the
country, and of different European
nationalities, American, Asian and African -
all of Christian evangelic persuasion. For

| personally know most of those affected and
know that trite lies were used for internal
consumption, primarily the indictment of
"buying of converts"; not one of these cases
was given the least opportunity of defense,
and in some cases they could not even go
back to their homes to collect their
belongings or to say good bye to their
families.

The closing of the orphanage Village of
Hope, in the village of Ain Leuh (Village of

discreetly and respectfully sharing their faith
and Christian experience with those
Moroccans who have tried to persuade them

And it is even more serious because from the
beginning the authorities have known and
expressed their agreement with the Christian
identity of the orphanage and of the
personal. At this point, hiding behind
indictments of "proselytism" is the epitome
of deceit and dishonesty.

The ofbcial speech of tolerance, modernity
and peaceful coexistence that the Moroccan
regime tries "to sell" in the West remains
totally negated and exposed as pure
hypocrisy and propaganda by these shameful
violations of the basic rights of so many
people, whose only offense is professing and
practicing a peaceful, respectful, but
persuasive religion which is historically
different to the ofbcial religion of the
Moroccan State. This comes at a time when
this same weekend in Grenada, Spain,
Morocco advocated for the fullest
incorporation to European Union! Not until
the Moroccan institutions acknowledge with
straight forward and concrete facts that they
are willing to grant the right of any citizen to
confess and practice, alone or with others,
the religious faith that their conscience
dictates (including atheism), there should be
no illusions that there have begne changes
in this country or that they merit
consideration among the countries that
advance and respects human rights and
individual freedoms.
